1.Isolate the supply circuit as per the Australian standard and yourSWMS.
2.Insert cable into pole or spigot.
3.Place fitting onto pole or spigot.
4.Secure the luminaire to the pole or spigot by tightening the two bolts. A 13mm socket will be required to tighten these bolts.

5.Connect the supply wires to the cable supplied with the luminaire. Ensure all connection, cabling and the installation complies to AS3000 and local wiring rules.
Note: Ensure the correct wires go to the correct terminals as per below Luminaire with only general/mains lighting

6. Open the luminaire with M5 Torx screwdriver, Set the luminaire output(70W/55W/ 38W) and fix it back well. If use the default set 55W, neglect this step.

7.Ensure the IP rating of the installation is equal to that of the tested IP rating of the fitting, this includes installing the supply cable of no less than 10mm in diameter. Note: the
IP rating of the fittingis IP66.

8.Test fitting as per the relevant Australian standard and as per yourSWMS.
